Gave them bread from heaven (Exodus 16)
Prophet, Priest, and King (Deuteronomy 18:15,
Psalm 99:6, Deuteronomy 33:5)

Fasted 40 days (Exodus 24:18)

Gave them water from the rock (Exodus 17)
