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WHO ART THOU, LORD?

Read Acts 9:1-5

People don’t know who the Lord really is because they have changed the truth of God
into a lie (Romans 1:18-32). How have they done this? By making God in man’s
corruptible image. One of the most dangerous things any man can do is conform the
uncorruptible Almighty God into the image of man. How is this done? By adding to,
taking away from, or undermining or dismissing the word of God and its doctrines.
That’s how it is done. That is how you make God into whatever you want him to be. We
will look to the Scriptures, which is the only source of absolute truth on the planet, to
determine who the LORD is and not what respectable, apostate, unbiblical, luke-warm,
Laodecian, compromising, kingdom-building, Christianity says he is. As usual, what
saith the Scriptures?

Who is the LORD?

He is the Creator of all things (Genesis 1:1, Colossians 1:14-16, Ephesians)

- He creates evil as well (Isaiah 45:5-7)

- It's all for his pleasure (Revelation 4:11)

He is Eternal (Exodus 3:13-14, John 8:58, Deuteronomy 32:40)

His name is Jehovah, Hebrew: Yehovah (Exodus 6:2-3; Psalm 83:18; Isaiah 12:2, 26:4)
He knows all things (Psalm 147:5, Proverbs 15:3)

He is one LORD(Deuteronomy 6:4, 1 John 5:7)

He is a King (Psalm 95:3)

He is a Man of War (Exodus 15:3)

He will lead you in Truth (John 16:13) or He will deceive you because of the idols of
your heart (Ezekiel 14:1-11; Jeremiah 4, 20:7)

He is Saviour (1 Timothy 4:10)

He executes wrath (Revelation 19:11-16)

He rewards all men according to their works (Proverbs 24:12, Revelation 22:12)

He sentences people to the lake of fire (Revelation 20:11-15, Matthew 25:41)

To the Born-Again Saved Christian

He is a Father (Hebrews 12:5-11, Psalm 103:13)

He is a Friend (Isaiah 41:8; Proverbs 18:24, 27:6; James 4:4)

He is a Brother (Mark 3:31-35)

He is as a Mother (Isaiah 66:13)

He is Judge (Romans 14:10-12, 1 Corinthians 3:8-15, 2 Corinthians 5:10-11)
... and many other such things.
